Senior Credit Checks - A counselor will meet with each senior to discuss post high school plans and conduct a credit
audit. Included in this correspondence is a form that notes which remaining classes your senior must successfully
complete before graduation. The student is scheduled for these required classes. Please aid your student’s success
in these classes by regularly checking grades on Tyler and by communicating with teachers as needed.

Naviance, Transcripts, SAT/ACT Scores - Students have been trained, both in person and via email, on how to
send transcripts via Naviance. Please note that ACT and SAT scores must be requested directly from ACT
(www.actstudent.org) and SAT (www.collegeboard.org) when students complete college applications. Please contact
